Ecology for Teachers

A Hands-On College Course

June 18 to 29, 2012
This two-week course at Pierce Cedar Creek Institute is designed to instruct pre-service and in-service teachers in basic ecology and improve their science skills in the classroom. Much of the class takes place in the field and is driven by inquiry-based activities and an independent research project. For 2012 the Instructor will be Dr. Dave Warners from Calvin College.
While the course is focused on science, you will have many opportunities to discuss how to teach science concepts to students.  You will also develop lessons and activities for the classroom and share them with the public at Family Science Night.

Course topics include:

· Adaptations and Evolution

· Biological Diversity

· Species Interactions

· Succession

· Energy Flow, Biogeochemical Cycles

· Species Diversity

· Conservation Biology and Human Impacts

· Pedagogy

Application - To apply for the class you will need to complete the application below and submit it to the Institute by May 15, 2012.  Your deposit will be fully refunded if you decide not to participate prior to June 8, 2012.  Cancelation after this date will result in the forfeiture of the deposit.  The deposit can be applied to your course fee.
Tuition and course fee – Tuition for the course is typically paid directly to your home institution.  Alternatively, students may be able to audit the course. The course fee is $500 for the class, which includes room and board and materials.  The fee needs to be paid to Pierce Cedar Creek Institute by the start of the class. Housing is available at the Institute throughout the entire class.  Residency during the class is required.
